Gemora
Morning Shiurim

Kollel lyun with HoRav Chaim Zev Malinowitz x"v"™tw as Rosh Kollel. Join real Kollel-
learning from Sun-Thu, anytime from 9:15 AM -1:00 PM, with a chabura given once a week.

Gemora lyun with Rabbi Tzvi Avraham Maslin. Intermediate-level, pedagogic shiur for
people looking for a deeper analysis of the Gemora and its sugyos and who want to take their
learning to the next level - but are limited in time.

The main goal is to cover ground at a pace that is not too demanding, to try to remember the
learning, and to enjoy the z'chus of learning Torah. Sun-Thu from 10:15 AM — 11:00 AM. Now
learning naw noon.

Gemora Skills with Rabbi Harry Greenspan. This skills-building shiur uses the gemora text
and Rashi to teach basic Gemora vocabulary, structure, and techniques. Sun-Thu from 10:00 AM
-11:00 AM.

Noon - Given by Rabbi Zabrowsky, starting an hour before n717a nnin n7'on. Friday: 9:30-

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Evening Shiurim

lyun Shiur with HoRav Chaim Zev Malinowitz. An interactive shiur that guides the
participants in insights and subtleties of sugyas. Now learning the xnnynw aw 190 in the
beginning of the second xnnynw. Sun — Thu, from 8:00- 9:00 PM, including Ma’ariv.

Gemora lyun with Rabbi Barak Saffer. Preparation of the sugyos in intense, but very guided
iyun, using supplied nimipn 'xan.

In the twice-a-week shiur, Rabbi Saffer expands your horizons via a step-by-step, “lomdushe”
analysis. Nightly preparation from 9:00 - 10:15 PM with shiur on Monday and Thursday from 9:15-
10:15 PM.

Masseches Ta’anis with R’ Rafael Sait. Sun-Thu from 9-9:45 PM.

Talmud Yerushalmi. A p'shat shiur, given by the same magid shiur as the Shulchan Aruch
Yomi, with a leaning towards practical halacha. This very interactive shiur is likely to break into
some type of interesting discussion. Friday night, from 9:00-10:15 PM (time fluctuates with the
season). Shiur is open to all, with refreshments.

Mishnayos

Mishnayos Chaburas with Rabbi Joel Padowitz.

Daily Morning Shiur. The shiur covers about a half perek each day, given in clear, unrushed,
articulate English with an emphasis to ensure participants really understand "the big picture" of
"how it all fits together." Currently learning n'wa 170. Shiur takes place in the upstairs waTn nta on
Sun - Thu, from 9:00 - 9:45 AM, with a built-in natn shiur from 9:45-10AM.

Friday Morning Mishnayos Marathon. An alternative to (and review of) the daily shiur, quickly
covering all the mishnayos taught in the week’s daily morning shiur (i.e., 2-3 perakim). Fridays,
from 9:00 - about 10:30 AM. Taught in the main wnTn n1.

Musar and Hashkafa

Chovos Halevovos with HoRav Malinowitz. A shiur in niaa7n niain 190, going through the
190. Currently learning naiwnin w. This 15-minute shiur is given Sun-Thu from 9:00-9:15 PM.

Sefer HaTanya with HoRav Malinowitz. Get an almost Kabbalist worldview from what has
become a classic Hashkafa sefer. Rav Malinowitz teaches Sefer HaTanya based on the shiurim
he has heard from the famous Rabbi Yoel Kahan shlit’a. The shiur is given on Thursday nights

A self improvement workshop based on Mussar and
Torah Hashkafah. Something that you have probably never before been a part of. Rav Dolinsky
takes the Vaad through various “weekly betterment tasks” that build your Middos and sensitivity.
Rav Dolinsky guides the group with his own temimus and understanding that he developed from
his Rebbe, Rav Avigdor Miller zt"l.
