Everything You Wanted to Know About 
 the Work in the Beis Medrash 

 

We had multiple goals going into this project: 
 

 To make the Beis Medrash more conducive to learning, 

by reducing the amount of sound that was bouncing 

(reverberating) all over. 

 To increase the ability to hear the Rav and the Shaliach 

Tzibbur throughout the building, including the Ezras 

Nashim. 

 To move our  בית מדרש one step further towards 

reflecting the amount of the  תורה that is currently be, 

and that will be,  ה “אי  learned there on a daily basis. 

We hired an acoustical engineer to help us design the 

correct way to reach these seemingly contradictory goals. 

Part A, over the  ארון קודש will be covered with gevess 

(sheetrock tiles), a material that bounces sound back. 

Together with the current ceiling, as well as some other 

changes that we have made, this should help to drive 

sound back throughout the Beis Medrash and back to the 

Ezras Nashim. 

Part B will be made of acoustic materials that absorb 

sound. This should help to greatly reduce the echo that 

resonates throughout the Beis Medrash. Those of you who 

have been learning in the Ulam this week have probably 

n o t i c e d  t h e 

difference in the 

way sound is 

reflected in that 

room. We aim to

In addition, we are 

constructing an 

a c o u s t i c a l l y 

absorptive area, on 

the back wall that 

sits under the 

mechitza (where 

the clock used to 

hang). This wall will 

contain fiberglass 

batting, which, 

when covered by a 

decorative gevess 

cover, will trap echo 

inside. 

Our lighting engineer has designed a plan to light up the 

Beis Medrash in a way that is both functional and 

beautiful. Our electrician has been busy wiring up the 

ceiling to support this plan. 

Finally, we intend to repaint the ceiling and maybe to add 

a few more hidden perks. And remember, we couldn’t 

undertake this project without YOUR HELP... יישר כחכם!
